	Arkansas Medicaid implemented National Correct Coding Initiative (NCCI) methodologies for claims with dates of service on or after 4/1/2011 per official notice ON-004-11. The methodologies are updated quarterly. Medically Unlikely Edits (MUE) units of service edits define for each HCPCS/CPT code the usual and customary number of units for a procedure code per day. CMS has set usual and customary daily limits for procedure codes. Effective for dates of service on or after 4/1/2013, NCCI edits consist of 1,665 Outpatient Hospital Medically Unlikely Edits (OPH MUEs) for procedures that CMS has determined should only be performed in an inpatient hospital setting for safety reasons. This means for all providers, the affected CPT or HCPCS procedure code, if covered by Arkansas Medicaid, will not be payable in a place of service other than an inpatient hospital (21).
